LORI is Ready to Roll 

Lowcountry Orphan Relief Truck Schedules Donation Pick-up Dates 
 

Lynn Young, founder of Lowcountry Orphan Relief (LOR), will now be seen 

hitting the road in a new truck to collect donations of clothing, shoes and coats 

in the various neighborhoods throughout Charleston for the neglected, abused 

and abandoned children served by her charity.  On Monday, November 17th, 

the truck, ñLORIò will be in the Crescent, at 9 Johnson Road, Charleston from 

9:00 a.m. - 6:00 p.m. as a donation / drop-off site.   

The new truck, brightly painted in red, 

yellow and blue, was purchased from Steve 

Jacobs of Marathon Ford who made sure 

that the truck was in great shape to do its 

job for serving the needs of abused, 

neglected, and abandoned children of the 

Charleston region.     

The goal is to have ñLORIò visit interested neighborhoods once a month to 

collect for Lowcountry Orphan Relief.

Packaged socks and 

underwear and new or gently used shoes, pajamas and coats are most 

needed at this time.  Boxes and bags should be labeled with contents, gender 

and sizes.

This is a particularly busy time for Lowcountry Orphan Relief as the holiday 

season approaches where both volunteers and donations are in great 

demand.  LOR operates solely with volunteers and 95% of all monies go 

directly to providing for the needs of the children.  ñIt is tough times now for all 

of us but imagine how they are suffering," Young added.  

Last year Lowcountry Orphan Relief provided assistance to over 1,000 

children. At the end of October, LOR had already exceeded that number, 

meeting the needs of 1093 children.
